- A workshop on non-traditional methods of combating domestic violence,

attended by representatives of the Palestinian Authority’s Ministries and

partner NGOs in May 2009.

- A fun day for all the children of the “learn-by-play program” organized in

June 2009 by the program staff and which took place in a park with a swimming

pool and attended by 450 children.

- Another activity in June 2009, was the graduation of 23 paraprofessional

women from the training and preparation course to join the Mother-to-

Mother program. The course was on child development and nutrition organized

by the Trust branch in Lod.

- In the end of April 2009, Mr. Farid Abu Gosh, the chairperson of the Trust

and Mr. Nabil Yasein, the administrative director, visited donor organizations

and institutions in Germany and the Netherlands.

- Mr. Abu Gosh attended in June 2009 a conference organized by the World

Forum Foundation in Belfast – Ireland. He presented a paper on the “Role

of Paraprofessionals” in dealing with children with disturbed behavior due

to chronic crises.
